Student Responsibility

To adhere to our policy, we ask that students do not wear any of the following: 

 Sports/gym clothing 

 Leggings 

 Hooded jumpers 

 Ripped clothing 

 Any revealing clothing which is too short or too low, such as cropped or strapless tops 

 Beach wear, including flip flops/sliders  

 Hats  

 Any clothing which may have inappropriate wording or images.  

 Visible facial piercings.
